about the Colonial Deerskin Trade. Dr. Kitchens high-
lighted the importance of the deerskin trade with Great
Britain and he noted the involvement of the numerous (ar-
ticipants in this important part of the colonial economy.

The Native Americans were essential in hunting and hey-
vesting the deer. The colonists were heavily involved i
trading with the Native Americans to acquire the deersiin
for export to Great Britain. All of this required the estab
lishment of trading posts on the key waterways in the
Southeastern Colonies along with warehouses and vesgels
in the main seaports at Charleston and Savannah. Becjuse
of the heavy demand for the deerskins, there was a deyas-
tating impact on the deer population. Eventually, the Cdlo-
nists moved from the deerskin trade to raising cattle, cgus-
ing increased tension between the colonists and the Ndive
Americans.
